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National Coodinator of the Yar'Adua-Goodluck Solidarity Forum, Princess Gloria Adebajo-Fraser has lauded the emergence of Honourable Patricia Ette as the first female Speaker of the House of Representatives, adding that the unanimous support her candidature received is an indication of the confidence the 360-member Assembly has in the leadership abilities of the Nigerian women. 

Adebajo-Fraser, who is also a chieftain of the Peoples Democratic Party (PDP) from Lagos State, said Ette's emergence has shown that the presidency is just within a hauling distance from a Nigerian woman and urged Nigerians to take interest in the activities of the House under a female leadership, "because, there will be a clear difference between Ette's leadership style and that of past speakers," she said. 

She said since women are home builders, the affairs of the House will be administered in a way that will create a united fold that will work for the growth and development of the country. 

Noting that in the last few years, women in various leadership positions have distinguished themselves, Adebajo-Fraser urged Yar'Adua to continue to accord recognition to women in politics, which is a major way to address the issue of gender inequality. 

She said, "in the present democratic dispensation, Nigerian women have shown that they are not only good managers of men and resouces, but also patriots that can be entrusted with the management of the affairs of government at all levels. There is no reason why they should not be adequately represented in government." 

While maintaining that Ette's emergence is another victory for gender equality crusaders, Adebajo-Fraser said it is also a boost to the anti-corruption crusade of the present government because most women are known to be zero tolerant to corruption. 
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
