Female Candidate Says 'I Admire My Woman Folks' 
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Kadiatu Barrie, a female candidate contesting under the flag of the National Democratic Alliance (NDA), in Constituency 49 Port Loko district, said that she admires her woman folk who are in positions also held by men. 

She made this statement to Concord Times in a snap interview Wednesday at the party's headquarters. 

"This is my first time of aspiring for a position to become a parliamentarian," she said, adding, "I am praying to be one of those women who held senior position in the political arena, like the Liberian President, Mrs. Johnson Sirleaf, deputy speaker of Parliament, Elizabeth Lavalie and the national Electoral Commissioner Dr. Christiana Thorpe."
