THE Deputy Speaker of Parliament, Rebecca Kadaga, has said Uganda needs a female Prime Minister. 

"Ugandan women are still lagging behind in all key areas, unlike in countries like Tanzania and Rwanda. It is 12 years after we got the Constitution but there is need for the civil society to ask itself what it has been doing." 

She noted that the Government was not doing enough to enhance women empowerment compared to its neighbours. 

"Where is the Constitution? Where are the laws which support women? Who is pushing for the economic rights of women?" she asked. 

"The Ministry of Gender is the most overloaded, yet it is also the least funded." 

She called upon all political parties to respect the 40% allocation of their political offices to women. 

Kadaga was officiating at the inauguration of a publication by the Women Peace and Development Consultancy, entitled Engendering Governance in Uganda, at Fairway Hotel in Kampala yesterday. 

She advised all people in key positions to educate the population on gender issues. 

"There is need for more research and opening of eyes for Ugandans to appreciate gender issues." 

We lack assertiveness. The Government has been clear on the matter of staffing and appointments. It is the women who have failed to demand for what belongs to them," said Cecilia Ogwal (Dokolo Woman MP).
