Campaign for Good Governance Hosts Club of Madrid

Campaign for Good Governance (CGG) in collaboration with the Network of Female Parliamentarians will staring today, Tuesday, May 29, on to Thursday, May 31st 2007 play host to two former Heads of State, former President of Botswana, Ketumile Masire and former Prime Minister of Canada, Kim Campbell and Member of the East African Legislative Assembly, Hon. Dora Byamukama of Uganda as part of the Club of Madrid team to Sierra Leone. They all arrived yesterday ahead of the start of a series of activities to he held in the country.

The aim of the team’s visit according to CGG sources is to "effectively use their examples to cause a positive impact of the eighteen-month project on the strengthening of women’s political leadership in three countries, Sierra Leone being one of them.
The project, according to Valnora Edwin, Coordinator of the CGG, seeks to achieve among other issues: to identify and share best practices from the region and internationally on the need to increase women’s political participation, including gender quotas and other affirmative action policies, facilitate dialogue and the sharing of experiences among women Parliamentarians and outstanding women political leaders in Africa and throughout the world, and to build sustainable international networks and advocacy actions on women issues.
The implementation of the activities of the project has been structured in three missions, the first of which is scheduled for the 29th on to the 31st May this year. The European Commission is providing 75% of funding for the project, which amounts to Euro 770.065. Other funding estimated at Euro 278.667 is expected to come from other sources.
The Club Madrid bring together some 70 members all vast in politics at various levels and includes former Heads of State and Governments who have dedicated themselves to promoting democratic governance throughout the world. The Club works primarily on two levels-addressing global challenges to democratic leadership, and developing specific projects that aim to support democratic leadership with politically practicable solutions.
During the period of the visit, the Club of Madrid delegates will meet women’s organisations, Female Parliamentary aspirants, female Parliamentarians, female Ministers and the various political parties in the country. The visiting Club of Madrid delegates will close their trip with a press conference on Thursday, May 31 at the Kimbima Hotel before leaving for their respective home countries.
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
