Bungudu added that one of President's Musa Yar'Adua's Seven-point agenda focuses on gender development and women empowerment in all sphere's of life and she called for power sharing between men and women at all levels of governance. 

She promised that her ministry will continue to press for the domestication of all international treaties and conventions on women as assented to by Nigeria particularly the Convention on the Elimination of all forms of Discrimination Against Women (CEDAW), with a view to eliminating all barriers against the development and advancement of women. 

Bungudu also called on all states that have not domesticated the Child Rights Act to do adopt it as a law, so as to guarantee the right of children to education, Health development and protection from all sorts of negation. 

She added that her ministry is monitoring the states on the adoption of the Act prior to the commencement of a nationwide enlightenment campaign on the content of the Act. 

Bungudu disclosed that she is committed to the cause of less privileged, as her ministry is charged with the responsibility of promoting the welfare of not only women and children, but also of people with disability and the less privileged in the society.
